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1. Background.

As the area is close to a nature protection scheme it took serveral years to obtain the 
necessary permissions for the project. 
The port was dug out and built up over a period of two years entirely by voluntary 
labour. 
To-day we can all enjoy the fruits of the tremendous effort performed by the founders 
and which still gives us the opportunities of good fellowship and interesting events 
throughout the summer season. 
The port is privately owned by approximately 80 shareholders.

Kitchen:  
The kitchen in the club house is also available for guests at no extra charge. BUT 
guests expected to tidy up and place crockery and utensils in the dishwasher before 
leaving. Remember to start the dishwasher if it is nearing full.

Hofmansgave Park &   Enebærodde ( Juniper point):

¾ mile, turn right and continue to  post directs you to “Enebærodde”. 
”Hofmansgave”.    A beautiful walk through untouched 
Guided tours available at peak seasons. nature ending with a wiev of the  
    Entrance to the fiord of Odense . 
Fjordmarken (Fiord Field): 
Behind the dyke is an area of recovered land with abundant bird and small animal 
life. Note the information board by pumping station om the dyke.
